


7)	 Position masking tape:

Use masking tape along all edges where silicone needs to be applied. 
The tape needs to be placed at the edge of the bevel, leaving about 
1/8” of the joint exposed.

8)	 Applying silicone:

Fill the open gap with the appropriate silicone. “Water-clear” silicone 
should be used for glass to glass joints, while quality silicone for K&B 
applications can be used for all other joints.

9)	 Smoothing out silicone

It is important to smooth out the silicone with a wet finger in order to 
ensure proper adhesion to the glass.

10)	Remove tape

Remove the tape as soon as possible.

11)	Re-smooth silicone

Smooth out silicone a 2nd time to ensure a beautiful joint.

12)	Enjoy!
